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Abstract: The purpose of the study is investigating the role of faculty member in Jordanian
universities in educating students of the risks of extreme terrorist thoughts and improving their
national sense as perceived by students. To achieve this aim a sample totaling (420) male and
female students was selected randomly from the population totaling (800) male and female
students, then tested by adopting the analytical descriptive approach within a questionnaire
consisted of two domains: the first the role of faculty member in Jordanian universities in
educating students of the risks of extreme terrorism within (18)items and the second the role
of faculty member in Jordanian universities in improving students' national sense within
(15)items, then reliability and validity were checked. The findings of the study showed that the
role of faculty member in Jordanian universities in educating students of the risks of extreme
terrorism and improving national sense was at an average level. Moreover, there are significant
statistical differences at the level of (0= 0.05) attributed to gender in favor of males. There are
significant statistical differences at the level of (a= 0.05) attributed to college variable in favor
of humanitarian colleges.

Introduction

Human societies have become in a state of chaos and instability because of the
proliferation of terrorist and extremist groups that have spread violence, aggression and hatred
among members of one society, their beliefs and beliefs, as well as the spread of murder. These
terrorist groups have become a cancer that threatens the security and future of human societies.

And the
statement of the nature of extremism and arrogance that it is not the pattern of a true tolerant
Muslim, which obscures the sound mind about the misjudgment and blind rush outside the
religious, intellectual, and moral constraints and the need to advocate to combat this deviant
approach and radical thought lost, and advocate a meaningful and tolerant dialogue (Amman,
2004: 4-6)

The Study Problem

The phenomenon of terrorism and extremism has become the scourge of the era that
threatens the security and stability of human societies. The day goes by and we hear of these
terrorist groups killing, kidnapping, destroying and harming human life. The role of educators
in educating students about the dangers of terrorist and extremist thought and immunizing them
is emphasized. (2008) and Al-Thawini (2010), as well as work to strengthen their national
sense so that they are able to make judgments and understand what is going on around the
events and repercussions, which was confirmed by the study of Al-Khawalda (2013)) in the
need to develop the national sense and the development of the values of citizenship among

university students, so this study to identify the role of a member of the faculty in Jordanian
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universities in raising awareness of the students of the dangers of terrorist thought and

extremism and the development of national sense to them from the perspective of students.

Study Questions:
The present study attempted to answer the following questions:

1. What is the role of a faculty member in Jordanian universities in educating students
about the dangers of terrorist and extremist thought and developing their national
sense from the students' point of view?

2. Are there statistically significant differences at the level of significance (o = 0.05) in the
reality of the role of the faculty member in raising awareness of the students of the
dangers of terrorist and extremist thought and develop their national sense from the
perspective of students attributed to the variables (gender, college)?

Objectives of the study
The study aims to achieve the following objectives:

- Identifying the role of faculty members in Jordanian universities in raising awareness of
the dangers of terrorist and extremist thought and developing their national sense of
view.

- Identify the differences in the role of faculty members in Jordanian universities in raising
awareness of students about the dangers of terrorist and extremist thought, and

developing national sense in light of gender variables.

The importance of studying:

The importance of the study in dealing with an important subject in the field of
education under the circumstances of the world of violence and wars and the spread of terrorist
ideology and extremist among human communities, and it is incumbent on those involved in
the educational process and address them to raise awareness of the objectives of these groups
and terrorist organizations, Teaching staff to educate students about the dangers of terrorist and
extremist thought and develop their national sense. The results of the study can be used by:

* Decision-makers at universities and future planners in the Ministry of Higher Education
by shedding light on the roles assigned to faculty members in universities.

* On the other hand, this study is within the limits of the researcher's knowledge of the rare
studies that dealt with the role of the faculty member in educating students about the
dangers of terrorist and extremist thought and developing their national sense.

Method and procedures

Methodology of the study

The researcher used the descriptive descriptive method by reference to the previous
studies and the relevant references to the subject of the current study, in order to achieve the
objectives of the study and answer its questions.

Study Society

The study population consists of all Jordanian university students enrolled in the
academic year 2017-2018 (235106) according to the statistics of the Ministry of Higher
Education and Scientific Research.

The study sample

The sample of the study was randomly selected according to statistical tables. The study
tool was distributed to 470 students in the following official universities: Yarmouk University,
University of Science and Technology and Yarmouk University. After collecting the
questionnaires, 459 were retrieved, Distribution of the final number of the sample of the study

sample in light of the sex and kidney variables.

Results of Study:

The results of the first question: "What is the role of a faculty member in Jordanian
universities in educating students about the dangers of terrorist and extremist thought and
developing their national sense from the students' point of view?"

To answer this question, the arithmetical averages and the standard deviations were
extracted for the estimation of the members of the study sample on the role of the faculty
member in the Jordanian universities in educating the students about the dangers of terrorist

and extremist thought and developing their national sense from the students' point of view. One
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of these areas is to identify the role of faculty members in Jordanian universities in educating
students about the dangers of terrorist and extremist thought and developing their national sense
from the students' point of view. The sample of the study found that the values of the arithmetic
averages ranged between (2.24-4.33) W came a medium degree.

The results of the second question: "Are there significant differences at the level of
significance (o = 0.05) in the reality of the role of the faculty member in raising the awareness
of students of the dangers of terrorist and extremist thought and develop their national sense

from the perspective of students attributed to the variables (gender, college).

First: Sex

The mathematical averages and standard deviations of the role of the faculty member
in raising students' awareness of the dangers of terrorist and extremist thought were developed
and their national sense of view was derived from the view of students attributed to the gender
variable. The differences were in favor of males and agreed with the Najjar study (2013) Male

students are able to make judgments and make rational decisions away from emotion.

Second: College

The statistical averages and standard deviations of the role of the faculty member in
raising the awareness of students about the dangers of terrorist and extremist thought and the
development of their national sense from the perspective of the students according to the
college variable were extracted. The differences were in favor of the humanitarian colleges. To

focus on social, religious and national values.

Recommendations
Based on the results of the study, the study reached several recommendations, the most
important of which are:

1. The faculty should instruct students to prepare reports and research on the negative
effects of terrorism and extremism.

2. The administration of the university represented by the faculties of education should hold
courses for faculty members in which they are introduced to the dangers of terrorist
thought and how to develop the national sense among their students and protect them
from this thought.

3. Dedicate time to talk about national events and recall the national figures that contributed
to the prosperity of the homeland in various fields.

4. The researcher suggests similar studies on graduate students.
